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Important technical points in the nomination procedure
 

Experience shows that the following points should be carefully observed by the contact persons and candidates in order to avoid difficulties and delays in the nomination procedure:

 

1. E-mail addresses of candidates entered in the database need to be meticulously correct otherwise the candidate will not receive his/her access data. 

2. Deadlines for nominations by the contact persons and for completing the data (including a photo) by the candidates should be respected.

3. Nominations should be entered directly into the database and not via fax to the secretariat in Lindau.

4. Contact persons should help candidates with visa formalities and make sure that visa requests are made in time.

5. Travel booking should not be done before candidates are accepted by the Review Panel.

6. The secretariat in Lindau should always have the name of the person who is in direct contact with the candidate.

7. Accompanying Academic Partners should not be entered into the database but communicated to the secretariat in Lindau latest until the end of April.

 

Most importantly:
Contact persons should fully instruct the candidates and guide them through the selection process. They should make sure and check with the help of their password that the candidates provide timely and completely the data requested. 
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Mind the selection criteria and data to be provided
 
The following information is important for the nominating Academic Partner:

1. Candidates who have already participated in a Lindau meeting are not eligible for a second time.

2. A recommendation in English should be entered with the nomination of the candidate. In case it is not yet available it should be sent directly to the secretariat (evaluation@lindau-nobel.de)
The following information is important for the nominated Young Researcher:

1. The following dates should be indicated: birth, beginning of studies, passing of examinations (Bachelor, Master, Diploma, PhD) and where exactly the candidate stands in his/her career.

2. Very good knowledge of English with some evidence (certificates, publications) and the ability to actively participate in discussions.
3. Number of real publications in refereed journals (not proceedings, abstracts, thesis, etc.).
4. Number of lectures given outside the own institution and in particular at conferences (in case of proceedings or posters they should be identified as such).

5. Indicate relevant awards, prizes, fellowships and research grants.

6. Mention circumstances which may have delayed your career (children, military service, education through evening classes, etc.).

7. In case the discipline of the Lindau meeting does not correspond to the education of the candidate the specific interests should be explained.

In general the Lindau meetings are addressed at young people who are in an early phase of their career but who have already demonstrated to be outstanding and have the capacity of becoming leading researchers.
